On Thursday Amrin,
alongwith two police person-
nel, tried unsuccessfully to
retrieve her infant son from
Nadeem’s home.

they found it locked. Nadeem
claimed that his children
had gone to Ajmer with their
grandmother.

On Friday, Amrin visited
Naya Nagarpolicestationre-
garding the custody issue.
However, an event was going
onatthestationdueto which
she walked over to her
daughter’s school to verify
Nadeem's claim that the
children were out of town.

MUMBAI: A 30-year-old biker
died after his bike gotstuckina
cavity between a white-topping
and asphalit road on the Mum-
bai Ahmedabad Highway early
on Thursday. The National
Highway Authority of India
(NHAI) left the white-topping
work incomplete without cau-
tioning the motorists.

White-topping  involves
replacing traditional asphalt
roads with concrete to increase
their lifespan.

According to police, the acci-
dent occurred around 4.00am
on the northbound stretch of
the NH-48 opposite the Ashok
Layland godown near Sasunav-
ghar village in Naigaon when
the deceased identified as Elton
Eugene Fernandes was return-
ing home from the office,

When Fernandes reached the
Ashok Layland godown, he was
on the white topping section of
the road and when he
attempted to get off the portion,
the tyre of his bike got stuck as a
result, Fernandes fell and was
crushed under a truck that was
travelling parallel to the bike.

MUMBAL: A 37-year-old man slit
his estranged wife's throat out-
side the Naya Nagar police sta-
tion at Mira Road on Friday
over the custody of their two
children. The accused, Nadeem
Khan, after killing his 36-year-
old wife, Amreen Khan, surren-
dered to the police.

The accused, an interior dec-
orator and furniture shop
owner at Mira Road, has been
separated from his wife for two
years, After separation, Amreen
went to live in Bandra, while
their two children, a 12-year-old
daughter and a two-year-old
son, stayed with Nadeem at

Police officers said that 18
months ago, Amreen
approached a Thane court for
custody of her children, which
was granted to her. Accord-
ingly, she went to take the chil-
dren with her to Bandra, but
Nadeem refused to hand them
over to her

A few weeks ago, the victim
approached the court again, and

the judge ordered that she could
take custody of her children
under police protection.

On Thursday, Amreen paid
27,000 to the police as protec-
tion charges to assist her in tak-
ing custody of her children for-
cibly. She and some police offi-
cers then went to Nadeem's
house but found it locked. On
calling Nadeem, he told the
police that the children had

gone to Ajmer, Rajasthan, with
thelr grandmother, after which
Amreen had to return without
the children.
On Friday, Amreen went (o

the Naya Nagar police station
again to meet deputy commis-
sioner of police Prakash Gaik-
wad and was waiting for him to
arrive. While waiting, she
stepped out of the police statlon
to check if her children were in
school. "As soon as she stepped
out of the police station prem-
ises, Nadeem who was waiting
for her witha knife, intercepted
her and slit her neck,” said
Gaikwad.

Nadeem left Amreen in a
pool of blood and surrendered
himself to the police, said a
police officer. The woman was
rushed to the hospital, but was
declared dead on arrival, the
officer said, adding that the
police have arrested Nadeem on
the charge of murder and are

probing the case further,” said
Gaikwad.

A 39-YEAR-old manwas arrest-
ed on Friday for allegedly mur-
dering his estranged wife in
Mira Road. The alleged incident
took place over the custody of
their children.

The accused, an interior de-
signer by profession, slit his
wife's throat and also stabbed
her on the chest multiple times
using d sharp-edged weapon,
leading to her death on the
spot, according to the police.

The police have identified
the accused as Nadeem Ahmed
Khan and the deceased as Am-
reen Khan

According to the police, Am-
reeen, 36, had come from Ban-
dra to take custody of her chil-
dren following an order issued
by the Thane Sessions Court.

Desperate to gain children’s
custody, she faced resistance
from her husband, who was
unhappy due to her having
abandoned him for the past two
years, the police said.

Naya Nagar police station
senior inspector Vilas Supe
said, “The Khan couple married
around 13 years ago. They have
two children aged 12-years-old

and an 18-month-old. There
was some dispute between the
couple, and the wife had been
living with her parents in Ban-
dra since.”

“Both the children had been
staying with their father in
Mira Road, and the estranged
wife had filed a complaint in
the Thane Sessions Court to
seek thelr custody,” Supe told
mid-day.

“Following the court’s or-
der, we had accompanied the
woman to Nadeem's house
on Thursday to hand over the
custody of the children to her.
But the house was locked. We
also enquired in the neighbour-
hood, but no one had any infor-

mation about the whereabouts
of Nadeem and the children’®
the officer added.

"We agaln visited Nadeem's °
house later and found him tobe
at home. When we asked where
the children were, he told us
that they had gone to Ajmer
with their grandmother. So, we
recorded Nadeem's statement
on Thursday and asked the
woman to wait until the chil-
dren return,” Supe furthersaid.

After returning empty-hand-
ed to Bandra, Amreen started
to enquire about the location
of her children, and she learnt
that her 12-year-old girl child
was at school in Mira Road.

Following this information,
she reached Mira Road on Fri-
day and was heading to the
school when Nadeem, who was
roaming In the area, saw her,
the police said. _

“The husband, who was car-
rying a sharp-edged weapon
with him, inched closer to her
in anger, had a heated argu-
ment according to the locals,
took out the murder weapon, |
and stabbed her to death,” said
another police officer.

Sources in Mira Road told
mid-day that people offering
Friday prayer rushed to rescue
the woman, but ‘itwas too late’,
Following the incident, which
took place in the middle of the
road in broad daylight, the-
passers-by caught Nadeem and
handed him over to the police.

Supe added, “The husband
attempted to flee the crime
scene, but locals apprehended
him and handed him over to
the police. We have registered
a murder case against Nadeem,
and the body has been sent for
post-mortem. Further investi-

A woman's throat was slit by
her husband in broad day-
light, minutes after she left the
Naya Nagar police station in
Mira Road on Friday after-
noon.

The woman was visit-
ing the police station regard-
ing her minor son's custody,
which had been granted by
the court.

The estranged couple - vie-
tim Amreen Nadeem Khan
and husband Nadeem Ahmed
Khan - was entangled in a
marital dispute gver domestic
violence and their two-year-
old son's custody. Amreen had
moved the district sessions
court, Thane, under relevant
sections of the Guardlans and
Wards Act, 1980.

The court had directed the
police to provide adequate
protection to ensure that no
obstacles are created by the
opposite party in the hand-
over process. Amreen had
gone to the police station on
Friday seeking Intervention.
